Dear Parents and Carers
It’s the time of year when we make our Christmas plans and it’s no exception at pre-school!  The two main events for the children are the Nativity and the Christmas party and below you will find details about both of these.

Nativity

This year it will be on Tuesday 13 December at 11 30 am in the Village Hall.  All the children will be taking part and all parents, family and friends are welcome to come and watch.  The Village Hall will be open from 11 15 am.  We have chosen the same day as Turvey Lower School’s play because we thought it might make it easier for parents when taking time off work.
You might find it helpful at this stage to know that the younger children dress up as stable animals (cow, sheep, goat, pig) and the older ones take the main parts.  We try to arrange with the children what they will be and we will let you know as soon as this is done, probably at the end of November.  We do ask you to provide your child with a simple costume and we really do mean simple – we don’t expect elaborate creations and we have plenty of ideas to help you.  Please feel free to ask.
On the day, could you please bring your child and their costume to pre-school.  If they usually come on Tuesdays, please bring them at the normal time with their costume in a bag clearly labelled with their name and we will help them to change.  

If your child does not usually attend on Tuesdays, please bring them to Pre-school at 11 am and help him/her to change into their costume.  After that you are invited to the Village Hall where the committee will be serving festive refreshments.  The nativity will run for about half an hour and will be followed by a raffle with more time for refreshments and a chat.  

Please note that after the nativity has ended you will be responsible for your child.  You are free to take your child home as soon as you wish afterwards.  If they stay all day, they will return with us to pre-school unless you prefer to take them home.

If your child is unable to take part could you please let us know as soon as possible.
Christmas Party

This will be on the last day of term, Friday 16 December, from 11 am to 1 pm at the Village Hall and all our children are invited.  If your child usually comes to pre-school that day, they may like to come in party clothes (we promise not to do any messy activities that day!).  We will then take children at pre-school round to the party at the appropriate time.  If your child does not usually attend pre-school on Fridays, just bring them to the Village Hall at 11 am.  

We are planning some entertainment for the children and they will have lunch at the party.  It is something of a tradition that parents contribute something to the lunch and a list of food will go up in the kitchen by the parent rota. Please take a look and sign your name against the item you wish to bring.  There is no need to supply large amounts and you just need to bring it along on the day.  

Again, children who stay all day will return to pre-school with staff after the party unless you prefer to collect them from the party.  Other children should be collected from the Village Hall at 1 pm.
