What are we doing at pre-school?


Recently we’ve been following the children’s interests – pirates and playing outside have been popular, along with water play and cars.  The book corner has also been a popular place so we’ve often had stories there.  We are starting to talk about Autumn (see our ‘talking table’ display), in particular Harvest.  Soon we will be looking at signs of autumn, exploring autumn objects, eg counting with conkers, and doing some cooking starting this week with bread-making.  After half-term we will be marking Bonfire Night and Diwali but we will be continuing to respond to and follow children’s interests and needs.





Fundraising is of great importance to our pre-school.  This is how we fund the purchase of new equipment and resources for the children and look to improve our pre-school.
